	Old City Public Realm Project Update (including Waste Policy News) – 15 min

by Vicky Welchman, BCC 
Baldwin Street Cycle Scheme
· Almost complete. 

· Toucan crossing should be finished and commissioned w/c 19th January (depending on the weather to get white lines down).
· A few more bollards, motorcycle railing and bins to be put in and some minor jobs to finish around Queen Charlotte Street tree pit (bench and edging kerbs).
· Resurfacing of Baldwin Street scheduled for w/c 16th February. Will be evening/night work so less disruption – probably 2 - 3 nights.

· Planning application for seating outside BrewDog is still awaiting consent following objection from adjacent SACO. Still possible to comment/support if you want to. Go to http://planningonline.bristol.gov.uk/online-applications/ Ref 14/04314/F
St Stephens Gateway

· Work at end of St Stephen’s Street well under way. 

· Newminster House side just needs pointing. 

· Tree side should be finished mid-February, before the Baldwin Street resurfacing. Access will be retained but vehicles will be moved around to remove hydraulic bollards etc.  

· Phone box has to be moved as the footway is now too narrow. BCC have been in discussion with BT about suitable alternative locations for phone box. Unfortunately BT does not consider any other locations to be suitable and have reapplied for the unit to be installed in the new build-out at the end of the loading bay.    

Corn Street

· Following feedback from businesses BCC decided to wait until after Christmas to work on corners outside Bird Cage etc. These should all be completed by mid/end February. 

· Waiting for confirmation of dates for stone supply and contractor’s availability to repave top end of Corn Street from St Nicholas Street. 

· Vicky still looking into replacing temporary cones with removable planters. Cosy Club volunteered to maintain planters. 
Table and chairs on streets

· BCC developing some new guidelines to make this easier/clearer for businesses.

· NB: If you serve alcohol you will always need planning and licensing permissions. 

 

A-Boards 
· Serious issue for pedestrians, especially less mobile users. 
· A-Boards need to be reasonable. 
· Please note: If you have tables and chairs out you should not also have an A-board on the already reduced footway. Please keep any A-boards in line with the tables and/or use any surrounding barriers for promotion.

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	City Centre Business Improvement District (BID) – 5 min

by Eva Stuetzenberger, Destination Bristol

· At a previous meeting John Hirst explained how Business Improvement Districts (BIDs) work:
· BIDs are business led partnerships which are created through a ballot process to deliver additional services to local businesses.                      They are a powerful tool for directly involving local businesses in local activities and allow the business community and local authorities to work together to improve the local trading environment. 

· A BID is a defined area in which a levy is charged on all business rate payers in addition to the business rates bill. This levy is used to develop projects which will benefit businesses in the local area and are an addition to services provided by local authorities. 

· Destination Bristol has now got funding in place for the development of a BID proposal for the City Centre, including Old City.
· The BID proposal and business plan will be developed in cooperation with the local business community.

· Eligible businesses can then decide for or against the BID at a vote in 2016 – date tbc. A simple majority is required for the BID to become operational.

· Boundaries, timings, levy, business included and other details tbc.
