	Old City Core Public Realm Scoping Project
by Martin Deaville, BCC
BCC proposals following stakeholder consultation:
Parking

· Suspend parking bays on Corn St from St Nicholas St up for one year from spring 2013, to encourage on-street activity. 

Traffic 

· Use an experimental traffic order to trial the pedestrianisation of Corn St, supported with temporary enhancement measures e.g. planters, decking to encourage the changed use of this area.  
· Make The Pithay one way down to All Saints St.
Clutter

· Planning Enforcement have started addressing unauthorised advertising and A-boards. BCC are working to agree how St Nicholas Market and the stalls etc. can be better signed.

· A full audit of existing signage and street furniture has been undertaken. De-cluttering works will now follow including the relocation of some CCTV columns, removal of i-plus points etc.

Waste        

· Develop a ‘no bins on street’ policy for trade waste. This would take 6 months minimum and be subject to consultation. 
Markets and events

· Regular monthly markets will start on Corn St in spring. These will be co-ordinated by Steve Morris. 

St Stephens St and St Nicholas St gateways
· BCC funding to support improvements and replace the ineffective hydraulic bollards at St Stephen’s and St Nicholas St gateways. BCC City Design Group is currently exploring design options to be discussed with stakeholders including the Old City Traders’ Group.  

· Identity/Events sub-group meeting to discuss design options on Thursday, 14th Feb, 10.30am, St Stephen’s Café
Baldwin Street cycling/pedestrian improvements

· A cycling safety bid has been submitted to improve the accident blackspot on the Baldwin St/Queen Charlotte St junction. This would include relocating the existing pedestrian crossing in line with Market steps and widening footways. Outcome of bid expected Feb 2013.

Broad St/ Corn St junction  

· Redesign of High Cross corner to improve prominent location, creating a speed table to enhance the pedestrian route and better market provision. 

The Pithay/Wine St junction 

· Upgrading of junction to promote pedestrian route when one way (down) system introduced.

Many questions were raised re the various points. These will be addressed in detail at a special meeting on Tuesday, 26th Feb, 8.30-10.30am at the Old Council House.

Following outcomes from the ‘Liven up Leonard Lane’ workshops in November 2012 and discussions with various stakeholders, Centrespace is developing a joint bid for BCC Active Neighbourhood Transport Grant to develop a new walking route between Old City and Broadmead via Leonard Lane.

Proposal:

Develop a new safe, attractive and inspiring/educating link/route between Broadmead and Old City via Tower Lane, Bell Lane and most importantly Leonard Lane. The new route will encourage more people to walk/cycle between the areas, create a better/healthier environment for neighbouring office workers, and direct additional footfall to the independent traders of Old City, strengthening the local economy. The new route will utilise the underused yet historically important lanes through arts and lights installations and interpretation, combined with a night walking project and associated community/traders events. The project has the capacity to be extended over time.
