	Old City Core Public Realm Scoping Project – workshop outcomes
by Vicky Welchman, BCC
Vicky outlined latest position on Traffic, De-cluttering and Waste, following workshop on 26th February 2013. 
Please see full workshop summary - circulated with these minutes.
Traffic:
· The Pithay: Agreed that this should be made one way down.

· Corn Street: Proposed trial pedestrianisation of Corn Street. Consultations with all frontage properties progressing. St Nicholas Street to remain as now due to concerns that reversing the traffic flow could cause problems for the market. Planned launch of scheme by start of Big Green Week, 15th June 2013. 

· Broad Street/Corn Street junction: Speed table supported.

· St Stephen’s Street gateway: Majority of group prefers option with keeping the zebra crossing (see Agenda Point 4).

De-cluttering:
· Principal purpose is to avoid blocking footways and reduce visual clutter.
· Concerns that stalls at rear of market struggle for publicity.
· A-board guidelines generally apply.

Meeting with Markets Manager to discuss best group approach.

Trade waste:
· Policy to be developed. 
· Also working on domestic waste issues.
