	Old City Public Realm Improvements; update – 20 min

Corn Street Pedestrianisation
· BCC have been unable to reach agreement with the Courts for pedestrianisation of Corn Street during the week. 
· Still working on alternative solutions for all-week-round closure.
· Weekend only pedestrianisation of Corn Street from 24th August.

· Corn Street will be closed to traffic from 10am Saturdays - 4am Sundays, and 10am – midnight Sundays.

· Loading on Corn Street will be available from 7am -10am only on Saturdays and Sundays.  

· Emergency access will be available at all times.

· Parking to be removed from Corn Street at weekends only.
· Hydraulic bollards and associated clutter on St Stephens and St Nicholas Street will be removed as part of the works to implement the Experimental Traffic Order. 

· At the same time BCC will undertake the work to lower the BT manhole cover and create the missing drop kerb at the corner of St Stephens Street - currently wheelchairs have to use the road.

· Once the Corn Street weekend closures are bedded in BCC will start consultations on making St Nicholas Street one way from Corn Street to High Street. This will reduce rat running through the Old City.     

Point was raised that Broad Street closure would be useful to reduce rat run. BCC to look into this.

Gateways

· Detailed design work is progressing for St Stephens Street, Broad Street and The Pithay. 

· St Stephens Street entrance design being developed in collaboration with the Baldwin Street cycling improvements, to ensure they complement each other. Consultation with traders’ group to follow.

· TROs will be developed first to enable the changes. 

· Start of work on site in the New Year.

Decluttering

· I-plus points have all been removed.
· Audit of all street name plates in the Old City has been carried out. Refurbishment will be carried out to some historic signs.                                                                       

· BCC is approaching property owners about relocating street name plates onto buildings (where they are more visible and don’t get stickered etc). 

      Signs on buildings will need wayleaves signed by the property owner.   

      BCC would be grateful for everyone’s cooperation with this. 

· BCC seeking to introduce new street name plates in key locations e.g. bottom of Clare Street.

Commercial waste

· BCC Streetscene Enforcement Team will be undertaking an audit of existing trade waste operations in Old City and Park Street.
· They will be noting in particular bins stored on street and whether bins are being put out and collected during the existing collection time bands of 7-10am and 5-7pm. 

· This will provide baseline information for developing the ‘No-bins on street’ policy.

· They will also be seeking to understand how individual premises might be able to adapt to the new waste regime and what difficulties it presents.  

· Operation to be carried out this summer possibly end of July beginning of August.

Residential waste

· Residential waste more difficult to enforce, as residents have no legal duty of care.
· New planning applications only granted with internal bin storage.

· Direct conversations with property owners/residents that don’t comply.

· Deep clean for Old City in planning (to remove chewing gum etc.)

Issues raised re properties in St Nicholas Street. To be followed up by Trudy.
